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Field Planting / Mass Planting - Turf is the most common Field Planting. But
other small plants can also be used as Field Plants. Field Plants tend to be
lower in scale with a mature height of about 8” to 16”. The patterns tend to
be triangulated or slightly random. In general, do not “line up” field planting.
Field Planting can consist of more than one species ... when multiple species
are used, they are usually placed in clusters, drifts or groupings.
